Artwork Drop off: 

Friday 3-2-12 (12-7pm) or Saturday 3-3-2012 (12-5pm)

-If there is a weather conflict, or some other conflict, the artwork can be dropped off March 5th-9th during gallery hours (12-7pm). The University will be on Spring Break from March 11-19, so the work needs to be here by 3/9 at the latest. 
*Note-if there should be some emergency with a drop-off date, please call the Art Office at 732-2406 and they can arrange to let you in during the Spring Break. 

1. Maximum of FOUR artworks from 4 different students. (Please be respectful in size of artwork to allow enough space for everyone).

a. Artwork must be FRAMED and ready to be hung 

i. Please make sure the hanging apparatus is secure to prevent student artwork from falling-work.
ii. Please do not use tape to secure the hanging wire, etc.
b. Pedestals will be provided for 3D artwork.  

c. Please affix the “artwork label” provided onto the back/bottom of each artwork.  It is also recommended you label each artwork directly onto its surface in case the label falls off.

d. All media is accepted.  Video submissions must be submitted in QuickTime format and submitted on a CD (we may have to compile multiple accepted projects, so please don’t submit finished DVDs with menus, loops, etc. 
2. Turn in your “Artist/Artwork Summary Form” to someone on the gallery staff.

3. Hand delivery is preferred.
